To obtain your student identity card, please return the completed “Application 
for a Student Identity Card” form to the University within the next 7 days. 
 
You are required to provide one photograph which is: 
 

• recent 
• passport type and quality 
• in colour 
• printed on normal, thin, photographic paper 
• unmounted 
• 4.5 cms x 3.5 cms 
• of your full head, facing forward, without any head covering unless 

worn for religious beliefs or medical reasons 
• taken against a light background 
• and have your name printed in capitals on the back 
• a digital photograph on photographic quality paper is acceptable. 

 
The photograph should be secured to the application form where specified 
with either Blue-Tac or similar, please do not use sellotape.  
 
You will collect your Student Identity Card at registration. 

When collecting your card, you will need to produce evidence of your identity 
to faculty administrative staff to verify that you are the person named on the 
Student ID Card. The University will only accept the following 
documents: 
• a valid passport  
• a valid photographic driver's licence  
• a valid photographic EU or Swiss national identity card.  

If you think you will have difficulty providing one of the above, please contact 
your School Office in advance of registration.  
Please note that if you delay returning your application for a Student ID Card, 
you may not receive your card on time.
